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Parking at the
Northcott made easy
There are 4 main car parks on the university 
campus, all of which are available to theatregoers 
on weekends and weekday evenings. 

Car Park C is closest – just a matter of 
crossing the street. You’ll fi nd lots of Blue 
Badge parking spaces here, plus a few more 
on The Queen’s Drive at the café entrance 
of the theatre.
Car Park D is located only a few minutes’ 
walk away. There are no steps or steep 
inclines between this car park and
the theatre.

For events at the Great Hall or when there 
are multiple events happening on campus 
at the same time, it may be necessary to 
park in Car Park A or B. We will let you know 
via email if we expect your visit to be on an 
exceptionally busy day. These car parks are 
an 8 – 10-minute walk away. Please note 
that the footpath route to the theatre (which 
is the shortest route) includes several 
flights of stairs.

Access Performances
AUDIO DESCRIBED
Audio description is a live verbal 
commentary on the visual elements 
of a production as it unfolds. 
The description is delivered between 
the dialogue of a performance and 
anyone can listen to it via a headset. 
Audio-Described Performances are 
usually preceded by a touch tour 
one hour before the show. 

We welcome all assistance 
dogs, including guide dogs, 
hearing dogs and service dogs.

Wheelchair spaces are on 
row B. Please contact our Box 
Offi ce directly to book these 
seats. The front-of-house and 
bar area are on street level and 
are step free. This is where the 
accessible toilet is located.

Barnfi eld Theatre Access      

Northcott Theatre Access
Wheelchair spaces are on row G, 
accessible via the lift. Please contact 
our Box Offi ce directly to book these 
seats. Both entrances to the theatre 
have ramped access, and accessible 
toilets are located on level 1 (Box 
Offi ce) and level 3 (row G).
There are 3 blue badge spaces on The 
Queen’s Drive, directly outside the back 
entrance to the theatre and 10 spaces 
in car park C at the front.
Our Box Offi ce and auditorium have 
an induction loop, which transmits 
audio to hearing aids or headphones 
(which can be collected from the 
Box Offi ce). The system can also 
be accessed via the Sennheiser 
MobileConnect app, which is available 
on both iOS and Android devices.
