Few writers have shaped the cultural 
imagination as powerfully as �'�D�S�K�Q�H���G�X��
�0�D�X�U�L�H�U. Best known for Rebecca, later 
brought to the screen by �$�O�I�U�H�G���+�L�W�F�K�F�R�F�N, 
her work extends far beyond the romantic 
label once attached to her name. Dark, 
atmospheric and psychologically acute, her 
stories continue to resonate because they 
ask us to look more closely at ourselves, 
and at one another.

Born into a theatrical family, du Maurier 
understood early that identity could be 
performed. Yet it was in Cornwall, shaped 
by solitude and landscape, that she found 
the freedom to write. The coastlines, 
the weather and the sense of place, all 
became part of her storytelling. Today, the 
University of Exeter archive preserves that 

legacy, offering a rare glimpse into a writer 
who both revealed and concealed herself in 
equal measure.

Our new ‘Made by Exeter Northcott’ 
production Daphne draws on these 
materials to bring her story into the present, 
not as history, but as something living. 
Because when stories are shared, they do 
more than endure, they invite us  
to see differently. And that is where  
change begins.

A WOMAN OF CONTRADICTIONS
Daphne du Maurier was a woman of 
striking contradictions. She was both 
private and performative, distant yet 
intensely alive beneath the surface. Her 
father, actor �*�H�U�D�O�G���G�X���0�D�X�U�L�H�U, shaped  
her understanding of life as something  
that could be constructed, even disguised. 
That tension, between truth and illusion, 
runs through her work, giving it a  
timeless relevance.

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What makes her so compelling now is 
not just her literary achievement, but the 
questions she leaves us with. Who are we 
beneath the roles we play? What does it 
mean to be fully seen?

Theatre creates a space where those 
questions can be explored collectively. In 
sharing stories like Daphne’s, we are invited 
not only to observe, but to reflect – to 
recognise complexity, to feel empathy and 
to understand one another more deeply.

A CONVERSATION BETWEEN  
PAST & PRESENT
“I began with a narrow idea of who she was 
and that has been entirely dismantled.”

For playwright �5�R�V�L�H���5�D�F�H, discovering 
Daphne du Maurier became an act of 
transformation. What began as research 
quickly evolved into something more 
personal, an encounter with a writer  
whose work was bold, subversive and 
deeply human.

Immersing herself in novels, letters and 
archival material, Rosie found a voice

Because 
when a story is given life on stage, it has the 
potential to shift perspectives, not just for 
those who watch, but for those who create.

For designer �/�D�X�U�D���0�F�(�Z�D�Q, Daphne’s 
connection to the South West is inseparable 
from her storytelling. The landscapes she 
inhabited (Menabilly, Dartmoor, the Cornish 
coast) become an active presence within 
the production.

Through a blend of scenic design, projection 
and light, the stage shifts and transforms: 
coastlines emerge, birds wheel overhead 
and memory blends with reality. The result 
is a multi-sensory world that invites the 
audience not just to watch, but to feel.

Rooted in place, this approach reflects a 
wider commitment, to telling stories that 
belong to this region and to creating work 
that resonates beyond it. Because when 
audiences see their landscapes, their 
histories and their experiences reflected on
